The Award
Simon Fletcher’s unexpected death in 2000 at the age of 36 cut short a life in music that was helping to shape the careers of many celebrated singers.  As an artists’ manager, his passion for music, his extraordinary knowledge of the repertoire and his finely-tuned musical judgement was relied on by many in the world of opera.
This Trust has been set up to perpetuate his memory through the promotion of music in the UK and Australia -- the two countries he called home.  One of the Trust’s main activities is to make an annual award to a deserving musician, particularly a singer, at the beginning of his or her career.  In some years the award will be made in the UK, others in Australia.  

The award in 2012 will be a single bursary of up to £1,500 and will be made to a young singer, with further awards of up to £1,000 possible at the panel’s discretion. Other awards to instrumental musicians may be made throughout the year at the discretion of the Trust.
Eligibility
The 2012 award is open to all singers aged 32 or below on 01/10/2012 undertaking a full-time course of postgraduate vocal studies or advanced opera at a UK conservatoire or music college or within the training programme of a major opera company in the 2012-2013 academic year.
Conditions
It is a condition of accepting an award from the Simon Fletcher Charitable Trust that the successful recipient makes one unpaid concert appearance at a fundraising event for the Trust, at a date to be mutually agreed.  
The Trust reserves the right to make payment of any award through the recipient’s educational institution, where the Trust deems this to be appropriate.
Application Procedure
Applicants should complete the attached form together with a covering email which gives a detailed description of their particular circumstances and also a summary (in approximately 100 words) of why they think that they would deserve and benefit from an award from the Simon Fletcher Charitable Trust.
